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The National Cadet Corps is the youth wing of Armed Forces with its Headquarters at New Delhi, Delhi, 

India. It is open to school and college students on voluntary basis. National Cadet Corps is a Tri-Services 

Organization, comprising the Army, Navy and Air Wing, engaged in grooming the youth of the country 

into disciplined and patriotic citizens. The National Cadet Corps in India is a voluntary organization 

which recruits cadets from high schools, higher secondary, colleges and universities all over India. The 

Cadets are given basic military training in small arms and parades. The officers and cadets have no 

liability for active military service once they complete their course. 

Aim : The ‘Aims’ of the NCC laid out in 1988 have stood the test of time and continue to meet 

the requirements expected of it in the current socio–economic scenario of the country. The 

NCC aims at developing character, comradeship, discipline, a secular outlook, the spirit of 

adventure and ideals of selfless service amongst young citizens. Further, it aims at creating a 

pool of organized, trained and motivated youth with leadership qualities in all walks of life, who 

will serve the Nation regardless of which career they choose. Needless to say, the NCC also 

provides an environment conducive to motivating young Indians to join the armed forces. 

Genesis:  The Cadet Corps Committee which was formed on 29 Sep 1946 with Pt HN Kunzru as 

chairman held six meetings in South Block, New Delhi. At the same time, Pt HN Kunzru formed 

sub-committees which were sent on study tours in all the main provinces of pre-independent 

India including provinces which are now located in Bangladesh and Pakistan. One sub-

committee was also sent on tour to Great Britain and France from 15 Feb 1947 to 31 Mar 1947 to 

study the Youth and Cadet organizations in those countries. 

Motto of NCC : The need for having motto for the Corps was discussed in the 11th Central Advisory 

Committee (CAC) meeting held on 11 Aug 1978. The mottos suggested were "Duty and Discipline"; "Duty, 

Unity and Discipline"; "Duty and Unity"; "Unity and Discipline". The final decision for selection of "Unity 

and Discipline" as motto for the NCC was taken in the 12th CAC meeting held on 12 Oct 1980.
