The National Service Scheme (NSS) unit of the college
organized an anti-ragging and anti-drug addiction
awareness program with the participation of police
officials as resource persons. The CI and SI of the local
police station gave lectures on the harmful effects of
ragging and drug addiction and discussed the legal
consequences of engaging in such activities. The program
aimed to educate students about the negative effects of
ragging and drug addiction and promote positive
behavior. The lectures covered topics such as the
psychological and physical effects of ragging and drug
addiction, how to seek help, and the importance of
creating a safe and inclusive campus environment for all
students.
